Please note that group activities such as clean ups, group education programs, habitat restoration projects, or active recreation must be conducted in cooperation with Saddler’s Woods Conservation Association, the lead non-profit organization managing the woods with the additional approval of Haddon Township Environmental Commission. 

FEES: $10 per hour, per person to Saddler’s Woods Conservation Association is the base fee. 

Additional fees may apply if there is a need for equipment, tools, craft materials, naturalist guides, or displays.

Purpose of Saddler’s Woods Conservation Area:
 
Saddler’s Woods possesses natural, scenic, historic, scientific, biological, aesthetic and ecological values of prominent importance to the Township and the public.

The Saddler’s Woods property, also known commonly as the MacArthur Tract, is protected by conservation easement, which clearly outlines the intended purpose of the property for preservation.  

The Saddler’s Woods Conservation area is specially dedicated to the preservation of the tract’s unique old growth forest, young woodlands and wetlands. 

The primary purpose of this property is to maintain and enhance its biodiversity and to retain a quality habitat for native plants and animals and to preserve the natural features of the property. 

Because the preserved property is of natural, scenic and historic interest, the conservation easement allows for the gentle use, enjoyment and appreciation by local residents and visitors. Environmental study and nature interpretation is also an intended purpose of the conservation area.
 
Any uses of the property, which may impair of interfere with the conservation values are expressly prohibited. 

The Township has the right to prevent any activity on or use of the property that is inconsistent with the purposes of the conservation easement or that is detrimental or counter to the conservation values of the property.

Prohibited Actions:

Construction:  The placement or construction of any human-made modification such as, but not limited to structures, buildings, booths or storage sheds. 

Cutting and Removing Vegetation: Any cutting of trees or vegetation, including pruning or trimming. Removal of any kind of plant or vegetation.  Except for the cutting or removal of trees or vegetation whose diseased condition threatens to damage other trees or vegetation on the property. (see invasive species paragraph)

Land Surface Alteration: Removal of topsoil, sand, gravel, rock, peat or natural surface materials of any kind. 


Dumping: Waste and unsightly or offensive material is not allowed and may be subject to fines. The Township may exercise its lawful authority to demand that restitution be paid to remediate the damage. 
Littering: Any food containers, paper or plastic bags, diapers, clothing rags, newspapers, paper products or manufactured materials of any kind that are brought on to the property shall be taken away from the property and are not permitted to be left behind as litter or to be buried on the property. Littering may be subject to fine.

Water Courses, Ground Water: Natural watercourses, wetlands, or other bodies of water may not be altered. Water from the ground or surface sources may not be diverted. 

Vehicles, including Off-Road Recreational Vehicles: Automobiles or use of motorized off-road vehicles such as but not limited to, snowmobiles, dune buggies, all-terrain vehicles and motorcycles.  

Hunting: The hunting capture, removal, disturbance or harassment of any wildlife. 
The infliction of any kind of harm to any animal. No wildlife shall be chased or pursued or interacted with in any way except to visually enjoy their presence.

Habitat Disturbance: All wildlife and the homes of all wildlife shall not be moved, taken, disturbed, or relocated. 

Fire: Fireworks of any kind, firecrackers, sparklers. Campfires or use of fire in any capacity.

Unleashed Dogs: Dogs must be kept on a leash and the bagging and removal of dog excrement is required. This is of particular importance to the preservation of the property due the sensitive nature of new growth and vegetation.

Skateboarding 

Rollerskating, including in-line skates.
 
Permanent Signs and Billboards.

Paintball activities.

Shooting of any guns, arrows darts or projectiles of any kind.
 
Consumption or possession of alcohol.

Smoking activities.

Use of Pesticides, Herbicides.

Use or possession of aerosol sprays.

Cooking food by whatever means.


Permitted:

Restoration: The restoration of areas effected by human disturbance or natural causes is an allowed activity, subject to obtaining all prior requisite reviews and approvals in advance of such activity. Engaging in processes to propagate native species is an allowed activity, subject to obtaining all prior requisite reviews and approvals in advance of such activity.

Free standing signs: Posters, fliers or notifications for an event, provided they can be easily removed. (ex. Do not staple fliers to trees)
 
Personal Transportation: Baby strollers, wheel chairs and other such forms of personal transportation for physically handicapped.

Invasive Species Removal: The removal of vegetation that is generally accepted by knowledgeable persons as being that of an ‘ invasive species’ and the removal of non-native vegetation that is deemed to be harmful to native species.  Proper approval and supervision by the Environmental Commission is required. A knowledgeable supervisor in conducting any environmental activity on the property must accompany and monitor participants. Herbicides may be permitted by a certified applicator and in accordance with NJ state guidelines if deemed necessary for any invasive species removal.

Agreement of Use:
The Environmental Commission shall consider whether the proposed activity complies with the provisions of the Conservation Easement or whether the activity should be denied, or whether it might be modified to prevent or minimize any potential adverse impact on the property.  Requests for repeated activities have a one-year approval limit. 


I have read and understand the rules and guidelines for events in Saddler’s Woods, and promise to conduct the proposed activity in accordance with all rules and guidelines defined by the Conservation Easement for Saddler’s Woods in Haddon Township, Camden County, NJ. 

I understand that the Haddon Township Environmental Commission has the right to cancel an event if at any time it contradicts the intended purpose of the Conservation Easement.
